PME PREFACE 
ieee ere was neuer anpthing bythe wit of man ſo well 
9 55 deuiſed, oꝛ fo ſurelpeſtabliſhed, which (in continuãce 

of time) hath not been coꝛrupted: as (emong other 
thinges ) it may plainly appere bythe common pꝛap⸗ 
ers in the Churhe, commoniye called diuine ſeruice: 
the ftrſte oꝛiginall and grounde whereok, if a manne 

moulde ſearche out by the aunclent fathers he chall 
a kinde that thefame was not oꝛdeyned, but of a good 

purpoſe, and koꝛ a grrat aduauncement ok godlines: Foz they ſo oꝛdꝛed 
the matter, that all the whole Bible (oꝛ the greateſt parte thereok) ſhould 
be read ouer oncein the peare, intendyng thereby, that the Cleargie, and 
ſpectally ſuche as were Miniſters of the congregacton, chould (by often 
readyng and meditation of Gods woꝛde ) be ſtirred bp to godlines them⸗ 
ſelkes, and de mozeable allo to exhoꝛte other by wholſome Doctrine, and 
to tonkute them that were aduerſaries to the trueth. And kurther, that 
the people (by dally hearpng ok holy ſeripture read in the Churche ould 

tontinuallye pꝛokite moze and moze in the knowlege of God, and bee the 
moꝛe inflamed with the loue of his true religion. But theſe many peares 
palſed this Godly and decent oꝛdꝛe of the auncient fathers , hath bee ſo 
altered, bꝛoken, and neglected, by planting in vntertein ſtozies, Legẽdes, 
Relpondes, Uerſes, baine repeticions, Commemoꝛacions and Spno⸗ 
Dalles that commonly when any boke of the Bible was begon: before 
thꝛee oꝛ koure Chapiters were read out, all the reſt were vnread. And in 
this ſozte, the boke of Eſaie was begon in Aduent, and the booke of Ge⸗ 
nefis in Septuageſtma: but they were onely begon, and neuer read tho⸗ 
row. Akter a like forte wer other bokes of holy ſcripture bled, And moꝛe⸗ 
ouer, where as ſ. Paule would haue ſuche language ſpoken to the people 
in the churche, as they mighte vnderſtande and haue pꝛolite by hearyng 
theſame:the ſeruitein this Churche of England ( thele many peares hath 
been read in Latin to the people, whiche they vnderſtoode not, ſo that 
they haue heard withtheyꝛ eares onelp:e their hartes, ſpirite and minde, 
haue not been edffied thereby. And kurthermoꝛe, notwithſtandyng that 
the auncient fathers had Deutded the pſalmes into ſeuen poꝛcions: wher⸗ 
of euerp one was called a nocturne: now of late tyme alewe of them haue 
been dailye fayed (and ofte repeated) andthe reſt vtterly omitted. Moꝛe⸗ 
ouer, the nõbꝛe & hardnes of the rules called the pie, and the manifolte 
thaunginges of the ſeruice, was the cauſe, d to turne the boke onlye, wag 
fo hard and intricate a matter, that many times, there was more bulineg 
to kynd out what ſhould be read, then to read it when it was founde out, 

Theſe inconueniences therfore conſidered:here is tee furth ſuche an 
oꝛdꝛe, whereby theſame chalbe redꝛeſſed. And koꝛ a rea dines in this mat⸗ 
ter, here is dꝛawen out a Kalendar for that purpoſe, whiche is plaine and 
eaſpto be vnderſtanded, wherin( fo muche as mate be) the readyng of hoz 
ly ſcripture is ſo fet kurthe, that all thyngeg chall bee ain 4 de with⸗ 

.. out

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out bꝛeakyng one piece therof from another. Foꝛ this cauſe be cut of Are 
themes, Beſpondes, Inuitatozies, and ſuche like thynges as did bꝛeaze 
the continuall courte of the readyng of the ſcripture. Pet becauſe there is 
no remedp, but that of necelſitie there muſt be ſome rüles:therkoꝛe certein 
rules are here let furth, whiche as they be kewe in ndbze ſo they be plain 
and eaſy to be vnderſtanded. So ß here you haue an oꝛdꝛe koꝛ pꝛaier (as 
touchyng the readyng of holy ſcripture) muche agreable to the mynde 
purpoſe of the olde kathers, and a greate deale moꝛe pꝛokitable and com⸗ 
modious, then that whiche of late was vſed. It is moze profitable, be⸗ 
cauſe here are left out manpthynges, whereof ſome be vntrue, ſome vn⸗ 
tertein, ſome bain and ſuperſticidus: and is oꝛdeyned nothyng tobe read, 
but the very pure woꝛde of God, the holy ſcriptures, oʒ that whiche is e⸗ 
uidently grounded vpon thefame: and that in ſuche a language ¢ oꝛdꝛe, 
as is moſte eaſp a plain fo2 the vnderſtandyng, bothe ok the readers and 
hearers, It is alſo moze cõmodious, bothe foꝛ the choꝛtnes thereok, a foꝛ 
the plaines of the o2d2e,4 koꝛ that the rules be kewe a eaſp. Furthermoze 
by this oꝛde, the curates thal nede none other bookes foꝛ their publique 
ſeruite, but this boke a the Bible; bythe meanes wherok⸗ the people chall 
not be at ſo great charge for bookes, as in tyme pat they haue been. 

And where heretofore , there hath been great diuerſitie in ſaping and 
ſynging in churches within this realme: ſome folomyng Sallburp vie, 
ſome Herford vſe, ſome the vſe of Bangoꝛ, ſome ok voꝛke, a ſome of Lin⸗ 
colne ow from hẽceturthõ all the whole realme chall haue but one vſe. 
And ik any would iudge this wape moze painfull, becauſe that all thyn⸗ 
ges muſt beread bps the boke, where as befo2ze by the reaſon of ſo often 
repeticion, thep could faye many thinges by heart:ifthoſe men will waye 
their laboꝛ, with the pꝛokite in kbnowlege, whiche dapelythey thal obtein 
by readyng vponthe boke, they will not refute the payn, in conſideracion 
of the greate pꝛolitethat shall enſue therof. 

And koꝛſomuche as nothyng can, almoſte, be fo plainly (ee kurth, but 
doubtes maie riſe in the bie ¢ practifpug of theſame: to appeaſe all ſuche 
diuerlitie(ił anp ariſe) and forthe reſolucion of all doubtes, concernyng 
the maner how to vnderſtande, do, and execute thethynges contepgned 
in this booke: the parties that fo doubt, oꝛ dtuerſly take any thyng, halt 
altoaye reſoꝛte to the Bichop of the Diotelſe, who byhis diſcrecion Haik 
take oꝛdꝛe koꝛ the quietyng and appeaſyng oftheſame : ſo that theſame 
oꝛdꝛe be not contrarpto any thyng conteigned in this boke. 1 

cH Though tbe appointed in the afore wꝛitten pꝛekate, that al thinges 
thalbe read and fog in the churche, in the Engliche tongue, to thende p 
the congregacion mate be ther byedikied: yet it is not meant, but when 
men faye Matins and Euenſong pꝛiuatelye, they maye fate chefame in 
any language that they themſelues do vnderſtande. Neither that anye 
man chalbe hound to the ſaping ok them, but ſuche as from tyme to 
tyme, in Cathedꝛalland Collegiate Churches, Pariche Churches, and 

Chapelles to theſame annexed, chall ſerue the congregacion.

And they were exteding loꝛowtul, 
and began euery one of them to fay vnto him: Loꝛde is 
it Irhe anfwered and layd:he that dippeth his had with 
me in the diſhe thelame hal betraye me. The ſonne of - 
man truely goeth, as it is wꝛitten ot him: but woe vnto 
that man, by whom the fonne ot man is betrayed. It had 
been good koꝛ that man, ik he had not been boꝛne. Then 
Judas, which betraied him, anlwered and ſayd: Maiſter, 
ts it Ir he laid vnto him:thou hat ſayd. when they were 
catyng, Jeſus toke bread, and when he had geuen than⸗ 
kes, he bꝛake it and gaue it to the diltiples x layd: Take, 
eat, this is my body. And he tooke the cuppe, and than⸗ 
ked, and gaue it them, ſaying: dꝛinke pe all of this: Foꝛ 
this is my bloud ( whiche is of the newe teſtament ) that 
is (hed for many foꝛ the remiſſton of lynnes. But J lay 
vnto pou: J will not dꝛinke hencefurth ol this kruite of 
the vyne tree, vntyll that Bay when J Mall dꝛynke it 
newe with vou, in my fathers kyngdome. And when 
they had layd grate they went out vnto mount Oliuete. 
Then ſayth Jelus vnto them: all ye ſhalbe offended be⸗ 
tàuſe ot me this night. Foꝛ it is wutten: J will ſmyte the 
ſhepherde and the ſhepe of the flocke (hatbe ſcattered a⸗ 
bꝛoade: but after J am ryſen again, J will go before you 
into Galilee. eter anſwered and layd vnto him: though 
all men be offended becauſe of thee, yet wil not J be offen: 
ded. Jeſus (avd vnto him: verely J (ay vnto thee that 
in this fame night beroꝛe the cocke crowe: thou {halt de⸗ 
ny me thule. Peter layd vnto him: yea though J Monts 
dye with thee yet will J not deny thee:lykewyle allo laid 
all the diltiples. 1 ; 
Then came Jelus with the vnto a farmeplace, (which 

is called Gethlemane) and layd vnto the dilciples: 
Spt ye here, whyle J go and pꝛay ponder. And he 155 
gta Ys 3 If 
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with him Peter and the two ſonnes of zebede, and began 
to ware ſoꝛowrull and heauy. Then layd Felus vnto the: 
My ſoule is heauy even vnto the death: Lary pe here 
and watche with me. And he went a litle Farther and Fell 
flat on his kate, and praved, laying: O my father il it be 
pollible, let this cup paſſe from me:neuertheleſle, not as J 
will, but as thou wilt. And he tame vnto the dilciples 
and found them a ſlepe and fapd vnto Peter: what, could 
ye not watche with me one houre⸗ watche and pꝛaye, 
that pe entre not into temptation:the ſpirite is willyng, 
but the fleſhe is weake . He went away once againe and 
pꝛaved laving: O my father, vk this cup may not paſle a⸗ 
way lr me except J dꝛinke of it thy wil be fulfylled: and 
he tame ⁊ found them a flepe agayne, fo2 their eyes were 
heauy. And he ieft them, and went againe and pꝛayed the 
third tyme, ſaying thelame wooꝛdes.

and ſtaues ſent from the chiek pꝛieſtes and elders of the 
people. But he that betrayed hym, gaue them a token, 
laving: whomloeuer J kylie, thetame is he, holde hym 
kaſt. And furthwith he came to Jelus and layd: hayle 
Matter, ⁊ ky led hin. And Jelus layd vnto hym: frend, 
Yherfore art thou comes Then came they and layde han⸗ 
des on Jelſus, and toke him. And beholde, one of them 
whiche were with Jelus ſtretched out his hand and drew 
his [woꝛde, and ſtroke a ſeruaunt of the hye pꝛieſt, and 
lmote ok his care. Then fayd Felus vnto hym:put vp 
thy lwoꝛde into the fheath , for all they that take the 
worde, hall periſhe with the lwoꝛde.

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mutt it be. In that lame houre layd Fetus to the multi⸗ 
tude? ye be come out as it were to a thefe with {woes 
and ſtaues koꝛ to take me. late dayly with vou teaching 
in the temple, and ye tooke me not. But all this is done 

that the (criptures of the Wzophetes might be fulfilled, 
Then all the dilciples koꝛſoke him, and tied. And they 
toke Jelus ¢ led him to Cayphas the Hye Pꝛieſt, where 
the Scribes and the Elders were aſlembled. 5 
Wut Peter folowed hym a kar of vnto the hye puettes 

palace : and went in and fate with the lervauntes to {ce 
thende. The chiefe pꝛieſtes ⁊ the elders and all the toun⸗ 
faul lought falle wytnelle againſt Jeſus (ſoꝛ to put hymn 
to death) but found none: yea when many kalle wytneſles 
tame, vet kound they none.

vnto Pontius Pylate the deputie. Then Judas (whithe 
had betrayed him) leyng that he was cõdemned repẽted 
himlelie; and brought againe the. xxx. plates of liluer to 
the chief pꝛieſtes and elders , laying: J haue lynn ed be⸗ 
traying the innocent bloud.

But the chieke pꝛie⸗ 
ſtes and Elders perluaded the people that they ſhoulde 
alke Barrabas, c deſtroy Jelus. The deputie anlwered, 
and {apd vnto them: whether of the twayne wyll ye that 
J let lote vnto pour They Cavd: Warrabas. Pylate ſayd 
vnto them: what ſhal J do then with Jelus, which is cal⸗ 
led Chꝛiſt ! They all fayd vnto hym: let hym be crucikied. 
The deputie ſayd: what euill hath he done⸗ But they tri⸗ 
ed the more, faying: let hym be crucified. when Pplate 
fate that he could pꝛeuayle nothyng, but that moꝛe bu⸗ 
lynes was made, he toke water ⁊ walhed his handes be⸗ 
Fore the people faying: J am innocent of the bloud of this 
iuſt perfon , ye (hall lee. Then anlwered all the people 
and fayd : his bloud be on vs, and on our childꝛen. 

Then let he Barrabas loce vnto them, and kourged 
Jelus, ⁊ deliuered hym to be crutified. Then the ſouldi⸗ 

ers of the deputie toke Jelus into the common hall, x ga⸗ 
thered vnto hym all the tompany: and they ſtripped hym, 
and put on hym a purple robe, and platted a troune of 
thoꝛnes, and put it vpon his head, and a rede in his right 
hãde ⁊ bowed the knee before him t mocked him ſaying: 
hayle kyng of the Jewes: Z when they had lpyt bps him, 
thet toke the rede ⁊ ſmote him on the head. And after that 
they had mocked him, they toke the robe of him agayne 
put his owne rayment on him, and led him away to cruci⸗ 
fle him. And as they tame out they found a mã or Cirene 
(named Symon) him they compelled to beare his croſle. 
And they tame vnto the plate whiche is called Golgo⸗ 
tha that is is to fap (a plate of dead men ſculles) æ gaue 
hym vyneger to dꝛynke myngled with gall. And 1 2 Nr he 
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he had taſted therof he would not dꝛynke. When they had 
crucified hym they parted his garmentes and did cat 
lottes:that it might be fulfilled which was lpoken by the 
Pꝛophet: They parted my garmentes among them and 
vpon my veſture did they taſt lottes. And they late and 
watched hym there and let vp over his head the cauſe of 
his death written: This is Fetus the kyng ot the Jewes. 
Then were there. ij. theues crucified with him one on the 
right hand, and another on the left. They that palled by, 
reupled him ie dee their heades, and laying:thou that 
deſtroyedſt the temple of God, and dyddeſt buylde it in 
thꝛe daies, laue thy lelle. Ik thou be the fonne of God, 
tome doune From the croſſe. Likewiſe allo the high 
Pꝛieſtes, mockyng hym, with the Scribes and Elders, 
{ayd : he ſaued other, hymlelſe he tannot laue. It he be 
the kyng of Ilrael, let hym nowe come doune from the 
troſſe, and we will beleue hym. He truſted in God let him 
deliuer him nowe, it he wyll haue him, for he layed: Jam 
the lonne of God.

And aboute the nynth houre, Jelus 
cryed with a loude voyte, laying: Ely, Ely, lamalaba⸗ 
thany: that is to ſay: My God my God, why batt thou 
foꝛſaken ner Some of them that ſtoode there, when they 
heard that, ſapd: This man calleth for Belias. And 
ſtraight way one of them ranne and toke a ſponge and 
when he had kylled it kull of vyneger, he put it on a reede, 
and gaue hym to denke. Other layd: let be let vs lee 
whether Heltas will come and deliuer hym. Fetus when 
he had tried agayne with a loude voyte, yelded vp the 
ghoſt. And beholde, the vayle of the temple did rent into 
two partes, from the top to the botome, and the perth did 
quake, and the ſtones rent and graues did open, and 
many bodies of ſaintes, whiche ſlept arole and went out 
of the graues atter his relurreccion, and came into the 
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holp titie, and appeared vnto many. 
When the Centurion, and they that were with him 

watchyng Jelus, ſawe the yerthquake æ thole thynges 
whiche happened, they feared greatly, laying: Lruely, 
this was the (One of God. And many women were there 
(beholdyng him a farre ol) whiche kolowed Jelus from 
Galilee, miniſtring vnto him: Emong whiche was Dey 
Magdalene, and Mary the mother of James and Joſes, 
and the mother of sebedes childꝛen. |

And the hie pꝛieſtes and ali the 
tounlaile ſought foꝛ witnes again Jelu, to put hym to 
deathe, and kounde none: foꝛ manpe bart falle witneſte 
againſte hym but theyꝛ witneſles agreed not together. 
And there arofe tertayn ⁊ brought kalle witnes againſt 
hym laiyng: wee hearde hym faye, J wyll deſtroye this 
temple that is made with handes, and within. ui. daies 
J wyll buylde another made withoute Handes . Wut 
pet their witneſſes agreed not together . And the Hye 
prictte ſtode vppe among them, and afked Jelus, ſaying: 
aun wereſte thou nothyng : owe is it that thele beare 
witneſle againſt the? Wut he helde his peate and anlwe⸗ 
red nothing. Againe the hie pꝛieſt atked him = laid vnto 
un:art thou Chꝛiſt the lonne of the blelled ! And Jelus 
ald: J am. And pe ſhal lee the lonne of manne fitting on 
the righte hande of power and comming in the tloudes 
pf heauen. Then the hie pꝛieſt rent his clothes, and laid: 
what nede we any further ok wytnelles ¢ ye haue heard 
blaiphemy, what thynke ye⸗ And they all tõdemned hun 
to be worthy of death. And fome began to (ppt at hym 
to couer his face, to beate him with kiſtes, æ to faye bn⸗ 
to hym:arede, and the leruauntes bufleted hym on the 
kate. And as Peter was beneth in the palace, there tame 
one ot the wenches of the hieſte pꝛieſte, and when ſhe 

| fave peter warmyng himlelfe, fhe lok ed on hym x laid: 
waſte not thou allo with Jelus of Nazareth And he 
n + . 9. ii. denied, 
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denied laping:Jkno we hym not, neyther wete Jwhat 
thou ſayeſt. And he wet cut into the poꝛthe and the Cock 
Krewe, And a damoſel( when Ke le wehim) began again 
to laye to them that ſtode by:thys is one ot them. And he 
denied it againe.

art thou the kyng of the Jewes ! and he anlwered e laid 
to hym: thou ſaieſt it. And the hie pꝛieſtes acculed him of 
many thynges. So ulate alked him again ſaiyng:aun⸗ 
lwereſt thou nothing: Behold howe many thinges they 
lay to thy charge. Jelus aunlwered yet nothyng lo that 
Pilate meruailed. At that feat Pilate dyd delmer vnto 
them a pꝛieloner, whomeldeuer they woulde deſire. And 
there was one that was named Barrabas, whiche laye 
bounde with them that made inſurrection:he had tom⸗ 
mitted murther. And the people called vnto him, and be⸗ 
ganne to deſyꝛe him that he woulde doe accoꝛding as he 
had euer done vnto them. Pilate anlwered them, laiyng: 
will ye that J lette lotce vnto vou the king of the Jewes: 
Foꝛ he knewe that the hye pꝛieſtes had deitnered him of 
enuye. But the hye pꝛyeſtes moued the people, that he 
ſhoulde rather deliuer Barrabas onto them. Plate an: 
ſwered againe and laide vnto them: what will ye that J 
then do vnto hyn whom pe cal the kyng ol the ewes 
And they tryed againe crucikye hom. Vilate (aide vnto 
them: what einill hathe he doone ⸗ And they tryed the 
moꝛe keruentlye, crucifie hym. And lo Pilate wyllyng to 
contente the people lette lote Warrabas vnto thein and 
deliuered vp Jelus ( when he had ſcoꝛged hym) koꝛ to be 
trucitied. And the fouldiours ledde hm awaye into the 
tommon hall and called together the whole multitude , 
they clothen hym with purple. and they platted a croune 
of thoꝛnes ¢ crouned hun withall,¢ began to lalute him:

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Hayle kyng of the Jewes. And they lmote hym on the 
head with a reede, and did (pit vpon him x bowen their 
ſnees and woꝛſhyped hun. And when they had mocked 
him, they toke the purple ol him, and put bys owne clo⸗ 
thes on him, ⁊ led him out to crucify him. And they com: 
pelled one that paſſed by called Simõ ok Cirene (the fa⸗ 
ther ok Alexander and Kulus) whyche tame out of the 
feld to beare his troſſe. And they bꝛought hym to a place 
named Golgotha( whiche if a manne interpꝛete it is the 
place of dead mens ſculles )and they gaue him to dꝛinke, 
wyne mingled with mirre, but he reteaued it not. 

And when they had crutikyed hym, they parted hys 
garmentes, taſtyng lottes vpon them what euery man 
fhonid take. And it was about the third houre, and they 
crucphed him. And the title ol hys taule was wꝛytten: 
The kyng ofthe Jewes. And they crucified with hym 
two theues:the one on his right hand, and the other on 
hys left. And the ſcripture was kulkylled, which layeth: 
he was toũted among the wicked. And they that went 
by, rayled on him: wagging their heades and ſaying: A 
wꝛetche, thou that deſtroyeſt the temple and buildeſt it 
againe in thꝛe dayes:laue thy felfe and tome donne from 
the croſſe. Tykewyle alfo mocked hym the hye pꝛieſtes 
among them ſelues with the (tribes, and lapd:he faued 
other men, him (elfe he tannot laue. Let Chꝛiſt the king 
of Iſrael deſtende nowe froin the troſle, that we maye 
lee and beleue. And they that were trutcyfied with hymn, 
checked hym allo. And when the ſirt houre was come, 
darcknes arole ouer all the earth, vntil the ninth houre. 
And at the nynth houre Jelus tryed with a loude voyte, 
faying: Eloy, Eloy, lamafabathany : whyche is (it one 
interpꝛete it) my God, my God, why hat theu foꝛſaken 
me And Come of them that ſtoode by, when they heard 
that, lavd:behold, he talieth fo2 elias. And one ranne x 
kylled a lponge full of vineger, and put it on a reede, and 
gaue hym to dꝛyncke, ſaiyng:let hun alone, let vs le vee 
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ther elias will tome and take hym do wne. But Jelus 
tcryed with a loude voyte, and gaue vp the goſt. And the 
vayle ot the temple rente in.ii.petes from the top to the 
bottom. And when the Centurion (which ſtoode before 
him ) lawe that he lo cryed, x gaue vp the gol, he layde: 
truely this man was the lonne of god. There were alſo 
weomen a good way ok, beholding hun:among whome 
was Marye Magdalene æ Marye the mother of James 
the litle, 2 or Joſes and Mary Salome (which alſo whe 
he was in Galile had folowed him, and miniſtred vnto 
him) and many other weomẽ, which came bp with him 
to Jerulalem. And nowe when the euen was come (be⸗ 
tauſe it was the day ol pꝛeparyng that goeth before the 
Sabboth) Jolephot᷑ the citte of Aramathia a noble toũ⸗ 
lailour, which allo loked fo2 the kinzdome of God, came 
and went in boldely vnto pPilate, and begged of hym the 
body of Jeſu. And Pilate merueiled that he was alredy 
dead, and called vnto hym the Centurion, and alked ok 
him, whether he had bene any while dead. And when he 
kne we the trueth ol the Centurion, he gaue the hodye to 
Joleph. And he bought a linnen cloth ⁊ toke him down, 
and mapped him in the linnen cloth, and laied him in a 
lepulchꝛe that was hewen out of a rocke, ⁊ rolled a ſtone 
before the dove of the ſepulchꝛe. And Mary Magdalene. 
and Mary Joles behelde where he was layde.

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was oꝛdayned without blonde. Foꝛ when Moples had 
declared all the tommaundemente to all the people, at⸗ 
cording to the lawe, he tooke the bloude of talues, and of 
Goates with water z purple Wolle, € vlope, and (pꝛinc⸗ 
kled both the booke and al the people laying:this is the 
bloud of the teſtament, which god hath appoynted vnto 
pou. Moꝛeouer he lpꝛinkled the tabernacle with bloude 
allo, ⁊ all the miniſtring vellels. And almoſt all thinges 
are by the lawe purged with blond, ¢ without ſhead ing 

bk bloude is notemifion. It is nede then, that the ſimi⸗ 
litudes ol heãuenlye thynges bee purykyed with luche 
thinges:but that the heauenly thynges themlelues bee 
purikyed with better facrifices the are thole. For Chꝛiſt 
is not entred into the holye places that are made with 
handes (whiche are limilitudes of true thynges) but is 
entred into very heauen koꝛ to appeare now in the light 
of god for vs:not to offer himlſelłe otten as the hie pꝛieſt 
entreth into the holye place euerye pere with ſtraunge 
bloud:foꝛ then muſt he haue ofté luffred lente the woꝛld 

co nfm began. But now in the end of the world hath he appea-

Pilate ſpake again vnto thẽ, willing 
to let Jelus loote. But they erped laying :crucifpe hyn, 
trutikye hym. He laxed vnto them the thirde nee 
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euyll hath he done! I kynde no caule of death in hym: J 
will therfore chaſten him and let him go. And they tried 
with loude voices: requiring that he myght be crutikyed. 
And the voices of them and of the hie pꝛieſtes preuaticd. 
And pilate gaue lentente that it ſhoulde be as they re⸗ 
quired, ⁊ he let lote vnto them him that foꝛ inlurrection 
€ murther) was caſt into pꝛylon, whom they had delired: 
€ he deliuered to them Jelus, to do with hym what they 
would. And as they led him away they caught one Sy⸗ 
mon ot Ciren tommyng out ot the fielde:⁊ on him laide 
they the croffe, that he myght beare it after Jelus. And 
there kolowed hin a great cõpanye of people, æ of Wome, 
which bewayled and lamented him. But Felus turned 
backe vnto them, and layd: ye daughters of Jerulalem, 
wepe not foꝛ me:but we pe for pout (elfes ⁊ fo2 pour chil⸗ 
dꝛen. Foꝛ behold, the dayes wyll tome, in the which they 
Mall lay:happy are the baren, ¢ the wombes that neuer 
bart, æ the pappes which neuer gaue lucke. Then (hail 
they begynne to faye to the mountaynes:tall on vs, and 
to the hylles touer vs. Foꝛ it they do this in a grene tree, 
what ſhalbe done in the Dryer And there were two euyll 
Doers led with him to be ſlaine. And after that they were 
tome to the place (which is called Caluarie) there they 
trucyfied hun and the eutll doers one on the ryght hand, 
and the other on the left. Then laid Jelus father foꝛgeue 

them fkoꝛ they wote not what they do. And they parted 
hys rapment and caſt lottes. And the people ſtoode ⁊ be⸗ 
helde. And the rulers mocked hym with them, ſaiyng: he 
laued other menne lette hym laue hymlelte yt he be bery 
Chꝛiſt the cholen ok od. OORT. 

The fouldiers allo mocked him, and tame and offred 
him vineger and layd it thou be the kyng of the Fewes, 
laue thy leite. And a luperltripõ was Wꝛittẽ over him 
with letters of Gꝛeke and Latin, and Hebꝛue:this is the 
kyng of the Jewes. And one ok the euil doers which wer 
Hanged, railed on him laiyng: FE thou be Chꝛiſt laue thy 
lelfe and vs. Wut the other ant wered and rebuked by; 
| i Ji. laivyng: 
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fatyng: keareſt thou not God leyng thou art in the lame 
dannacion⸗we are righteouſſy punyſhed for we rete ine 
actoꝛding to our dedes:but this man Hath done nothing 
amyſle. And he layd vnto Jelus: Loꝛde, remembꝛe me 
when thou commeit into thy kyngdom. And Fetus layd 
vnto hym: verely J faye vnto thee: to daye (halt thou be 
with me in Paradile. And it was about the vi. houre:é 
there was a darkenelle duer all the earth, vntyll the ix. 
houre, and the Sonne was darkened. And the vayle of 
the temple did rent eur theough the middes. And when 
Jelus had tryed with a loude voice, he layd: father, into 
thy handes J tommende my ſpirite. And when he thus 
had laid he gaue vp the ghoſt. when the Centurion law 
what had happened, he gloꝛpfied God, laiyng: bereips 
this was a righteous man. And all the people that tame 
together to that lyght, and la we the thynges which had 
happened ſmote their bꝛeſtes and returned. And all his 
atquaintaunte, and the women that kolowed hun from 
Galilee, ſtoode a farre ot beholdyng thele thynges. And 
behold, there was a man named Joleph a confartor, and 
he was a good man t a tuſt: the lame had not contented 
to the tounſaill and dede of them, which was of Arama⸗ 
thia a citie of the Jewes, which lame allo waited koꝛ the 
kyngdome of God:he went vnto Pylate and begged the 
bodye of Jelus, and tooke it doune, and wꝛapped it in a 
lynnen cloth, and layd it in a lepulchꝛe that was hewen 
in fone, wherin neuer man before had beene layde. And 
that Daye was the pꝛeparyng ofthe labboth z the Sab; 
both dꝛue on. The women that folowedatter; whyche 
had come with hun from Galilee, behelde the lepulchꝛe, 
and howe hys body was layde. And they returned and 
prepared ſwete Odours and ointmentes: Wut reſted on 
the Sabboth daye, accoꝛdyng to the commaundement.

Cay⸗ 
phas was he that gaue toülel to the Jewes that it was 
expedient that one man ſhoulde dye koꝛ the people. And 
Simon peter folowed Jelus, and lo dyd another dilci⸗ 
ple:that diſciple was kno wen to the hye pꝛieſt, and wẽt 
in with Jelus into the palate ot the hye pꝛieſt.

When Pilate heard that laying, he was the moe a- 
krayde, and went agayne into the iudgement halle, and 
ſayeth vnto Jeſus: whence art thou ⸗ But Jelus gane 
him none anl wer. The (apd Pilate vnto hun: Speakek 
thou not vnto me⸗knoweſt thou not that J haue power 
to crucifie thee, and haue power to loote thee? Jelus an- 
wered: Thou couldeſt haue no power at all againſt me, 
extept it were gluẽ thee fro aboue. Therkoꝛe he that deli⸗ 
uered ine vnto thee, bath the moze linne.

So there ſtoode a veſlell by full 
ok vineger: therfore they kylled a lponge with bineger , 
and wounde it aboute with Jſope, and put it to his 
mouthe . Affone as Fetus then reteyued ok the vineger,

the Sabboth that the bodyes ſhould not remayne vpon 
the troſſe on the Sabboth daye (for that Sabboth daye, 
was an hye Daye) belought Pylate, that their legges 
might be bꝛoken and that they might be taken Downe. 
Then came the ſouldiours and brake the legges of the 
kirſte and of the other whiche was crucified with hym. 
Wut when they came to Jelus, and lawe that he was 
dead already, they brake not his legges: but one of the 
ſouldiours with a lpeare thꝛuſt him into the ſyde ⁊ forth 
with came there out bloud and water.

There 
layde they Fetus therfore , becaule of the pꝛeparyng of
